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Professor Avinash N Supe set up and developed the Department of Surgical Gastroenterology and established the Postgraduate course in Surgical Gastroenterology. He was a member of the WHO Consortium to develop a need-based curriculum for the undergraduates. He also developed the clinical skills laboratory.  He has planned and conducted more than 150 workshops for teachers all over India and has developed many faculty development courses for training teachers in Medical Education Technology, scientific communication and Ethics. Professor Supe sits on the International Scientific Committee of International Hepatobiliary Pancreatic Association (Washington, USA).  He is also the Faculty theme coordinator for ECFMG- FAIMER, USA. He is director of GSMC-FAIMER Regional Institute.  He also co-chairs the Department of Medical Education, Maharashtra University of Health Sciences. He has also published extensively in local and regional scientific journals.
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
